$100. Winners and first runners-up will also 
have the opportunity to publish their work 
in NVU’s Green Mountains Review and the 
League’s League Lines, and will receive a 
one-year membership in the League.

The deadline for entries 
is November 15, 2021. Winners will be 
announced on or about January 15, 2022.
